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The AURA 24  rocket engine was tested on 29 September 2025 by the Hezarfen Space team 
at our test stand. This test was carried out for the purpose of evaluating data on the performance of the 
engine, and no definitive determination was made as to its full compliance with the NFPA 1125 
standard. However, according to the test results, the engine was judged to be suitable for model 
rocketry use and was approved by members of the Hezarfen Space Rocket Propulsion Laboratory 
Motor Testing Division.
